InterContinental Hotels,
founded by Pan Am, built its first hotel in Belem, Brazil.

Together,
they make up the largest waterfall system in the world. The falls divide the river
into the upper and lower Iguazu. Upon arrival we meet our local guide for a
private tour of the Falls from a unique perspective.
